What is it? 

• It serves a similar function to PowerPoint, but with more interesting a powerful features. 

• Presentations are created on a canvas rather than slides. 

• It encourages authors to focus on combining text, images, and multimedia. 

• Items can be tilted, dragged, and zoomed to create an engaging look. 

• A path can be drawn between the different elements on the stage to create an animation. 

Why use it? 

• It creates a “Wow” factor. 

• The canvas layout helps to not be too “text heavy.” 

• It’s easy to incorporate text, images, and media.

Final Tips 

• Don’t forget that your keyboard arrows can help you navigate. 

• Use paths to create the “flying effect”. 

• Use the plus and minus symbols to the right of the screen or the scroll wheel on your mouse to zoom in 
and out. 

• When you click on the plus sign on the transformation Zebra, use the object menu. From here you can 
select such actions as, duplicate, bring forward, or send backward. 

• Use frames to group text or images and create focal points.
